Labs, Field Trips & Projects to Review

All labs are important to review for the following reasons

· Using data to make conclusions

· Identifying patterns 

· Pulling out patterns from data

· Determining the purpose of an experiment (the title!)

In addition, here are some specific things to focus on…

· Urban tree project – benefits of trees, land use

· Wards Pond labs – water quality testing: DO, phosphates, nitrates, macroinvertebrate diversity, physical stream characteristics

· Soil lab – soil structure & characteristics and how to determine them

· (Lab #19) World Population Growth (research online)

· Ecological Footprint assignment

· Food Footprint Project

· Grocery Store Lab – think about environmental impacts of food choices (distance, packing)

· ANWR mini-debate

· Mining lab – terminology, role of subsidies, reclamation

· Alternative energy projects

· Green building trip – think of “green” building practices

· LD-50 Lab (lettuce seeds) – how to determine LD-50 if unknown substance (look at this question on lab), LD-50 graph, threshold of toxicity, finding LD-50
